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Abstract:

China and Sasanian Iran enjoyed a number of diplomatic exchanges in response to
growing political expansions from the fifth to sixth centuries. The understanding of
pre-lslamic Iran and its influences on Chinese civilization are not so widely studied or
understood. This paper will examine the diplomatic contacts between Iran and

China, as well as the contacts between the caliphates and China during the Tang
dynasty. We will further examine Chinese accounts of the Iranian calendar, economy
and culture. | argue that Iran exercised a significant historical and cultural influence
on China, but also that Chinese sources can provide rich information about
contemporary Iran.
